Top two teams in each pool will play in the championship rounds.
· Championship round 1 -- crossover / best 2 of 3 (25 pt games/15 pt third game)
(Line judges will be teams finishing in 3rd place in pool play)
· Championship final -- championship (large gym) 2 of 3 (25 pt. Games – 3rd game if necessary to 15. (Line judges will be team finishing in 4th place in POOL 1 of pool play)
· Third Place (Small Gym) 2 of 3 (25 pt. Games – 3rd game if necessary to 15.
